                              Meeting Minutes

The November 10th meeting of the IPDCPAAA began with the Pledge of Allegiance.
The minutes from previous meeting were read and after a motion to accept from Karl Bischoff and a second from Ted Schoonmaker, the minutes were approved. 
Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Scully gave the Treasury report.  Copies of the report were handed out to members explaining in detail our deposits and expenses.  We had a deposit on 10/13 of $15.50 for a T-Shirt purchase.  We are now even for our T-Shirt purchases. Items purchased for our Holiday party can be found on expense detail sheet that was handed out at meeting. We are also putting in a formal request to some groups for donations to offset our costs.  Our new balance in the Treasury is $528.10.   After a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report from John Rizzo, and a second from Ellen Rizzo, the Treasurer’s report was approved. 
Committee Reports: 

1. Website Committee-President Bayley spoke on the website. She has updated the site.  We have a new Officer in the Spotlight and that is Officer Chris Bianco. This interview was also handed out at tonight’s meeting for everyone to see. President Bayley will work to change the format over the next month or two.


2. Holiday Party Committee-Treasurer Scully spoke of the Holiday Party Committee and said that we are trying to get some groups to donate money to us to help offset our costs some. Our only other expense besides the ones found in expense detail sheet will be for the pizza. Joyce Ellis & Pam met and got the shopping out of the way. We would like to thank Joyce Ellis for allowing us the use of her freezer for storage. Vice President Covell will assist in cooking our wings to keep our cost down. 
3. Reference Card Committee- Vice President Covell & Sgt. Izzo spoke on the quick reference cards we are getting together for the IPD officers to carry. When our committee met on October 20th, we went through the lists that the officers gave us, and we came up with 104 different agencies. We still have to get a few numbers. We had the idea that we will give the officers the numbers to use for about a month so we can see how it is working. Then we will know if we need to make adjustments before we laminate the cards.  We hope to have this finalized by January. The Chief and other officers already think this is a great idea!!!  
4. Holiday Food Drive- Treasurer Scully met with Ellen Rizzo and Mary Kay Holleran in regards to our Annual Food Drive. Mary Kay has already spearheaded a lot by contacting Debbie Evans who is head of the food cupboard. Handouts were given out with details as to not just donating non perishables but also health care items. Please bring all donated items to our December Holiday party. 
New Business: President Bayley asked that we consider nominating Jo Gray who did our association’s design & logo. We will send invitations to our honorary members for our party and we will give them cards and a certificate to indicate that they have been voted for as honorary members. Sick & Welfare: We sent a Thank You card to Border Patrol Agent Cotsworth for speaking at our October meeting.


Voting procedures:  Sgt. Izzo stated that in our Bylaws, there is a criterion that has to be met in order to be eligible to vote. A member shall have current membership dues paid, attend seven meetings a year and attend 1 educational program per year. Secretary Congelosi has records of attendance if anyone wishes to review them. Eligible voters were given ballots and instructed as to how to cast their ballot for the only contested office.
