1.  Sergeant Izzo began the November 11th 2004 meeting of the IPDCPAA by welcoming everyone and leading us in the pledge of allegiance.

2. The minutes of the previous meeting were read by Secretary Theresa Congelosi.

3. Sgt. Izzo handed out By-laws, code of conduct, and applications for membership to those who were attending for the first time and wished to join the IPDCPAAA.

4. Sgt. Izzo spoke about the various committees.  The Initial Focus Group which started the IPDCPAAA consisting of  Sergeant Izzo,   Debbie Bayley –President, Don Covell –Vice President, & Pamela Scully- Treasurer, will eventually be changed to The Executive Board’s Report which will be given at the beginning of each meeting.

5. Treasurer Pamela Scully spoke about various fund raising projects and asked if anyone had or knew of anyone with experience that could help us in fund raising. We as a group can raise money to help us do what we want .  Speakers for our group, blinds for the roll call room, and helping police officers just to name some ideas .  Also we would like to eventually become independent.  We are looking for volunteers to donate time to some of these committees.

6. Sgt. Izzo explained what the Sick & Welfare committee is about.  As a group, we look out for each other.  If a member is sick or has fallen upon hard times, or if a member has suffered a loss in the family, let us know and we will acknowledge this by sending a card and be there to help them.

7.  Don Covell- Vice President spoke of grant writing and explained how it  works.   If there is something we want to do as a group, we would try and solicit funds from funders that would actually give us money to do what we wish.  One of the big things that make grant writing successful is that we want to get our own 501C3.  Sgt. Izzo explained that this means we would be a not for profit organization.  It is much quicker and less “red tape” than having to go through towns etc.  We would be a group all by ourselves.  Pamela Scully mentioned if anyone knows an attorney who would be willing to donate their services to help with this, we would greatly appreciate any help.

8.  President Debbie Bayley spoke of the IPDCPAAA website.  We have our own domain.  The first 2 years of the domain have been donated to the group.  On the website you will find our By-Laws, Code of Conduct, minutes of meetings, agenda, pictures of Advanced CPA classes and speakers.  Debbie asked who would like to be involved with this committee?  What do you want to see on website?  Debbie sent an E-mail to the Irondequoit town organization that maintains the www.irondequoit.org website to see if we can post our domain so that we are noticed in town.  Also she spoke with Sgt. Izzo about maybe getting a link off IPD page leading them to our page so that we can get presence on the website and know we exist.  Our website address is

9. Sgt. Izzo spoke of By-Laws.  The Initial Focus Group created the By-Laws.  What is covered in these By-Laws  were discussed, and Sgt. Izzo said that these are amendable if necessary.  There will be a By-Law committee.  Dues will not be collected until January 2005.

10.  Membership committee will discuss how we can get additional members.  After attending basic Citizens Police Academy and graduating, one will be able to become a member.

11.  Communications was explained by Secretary Theresa Congelosi.  If anyone sends us a card or letter or solicits us for funds, this is the part of our meeting that we will read such correspondence.

12.  Pamela Scully explained the bills and expenses portion of our meetings.  This is a system of checks & balances & public records.  Any bills we pay, checks we send out, any money or donations we receive etc. will be discussed.

13.  Unfinished business was explained by Debbie Bayley.  Anything outstanding from previous meeting will be discussed.  Update: The blinds for the roll call room in the police department were donated.  Also the owner of South Paw has agreed to donate putting stickers/logo on the blinds.  This whole project has been donated services. Once the blinds are installed, we will be able to see this finished project.

14. New Business.  Debbie Bayley explained that this would be a portion of our meeting where we would discuss anything that needs to be discussed by the Executive Board or any other area that needs addressing.  There was an interest in generating a members list of names, addresses, phone numbers, and E mail addresses.  A vote was taken to see if anyone objected to this and no one objected.  Sgt. Izzo will get this list to members.  Sgt. Izzo also asked where do we want to go as a group?  What ideas do you have for speakers and topics?  Let the Executive Group know.  Some of the topics of interest included….

The F.A.C.E.T. Team, Suicide Prevention, Foster Care, Identity Theft,

Emotionally Disturbed Persons Response Team, STAR team(boot camp for troubled youth), Operation Lifesaver (railroad safety), NTID( sign language), IRS, Lifespan, and Hospice.

15.  The Good & Welfare of the order portion of our meetings would be to specifically talk “off the record”.  Members can speak and nothing will be recorded.

16.  Roll call will be taken throughout meetings.  Be sure to sign in at the beginning of every meeting on attendance sheet to receive credit for attending.  A member must attend 7 meetings to be able to be a voting member etc.  If you arrive late to meeting, please be sure to check in before you leave that evening.
