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                   The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance.

                   It was noted that President Debbie Bayley is recovering from foot surgery and was unable to attend this meeting and she felt bad, but doctor’s orders are that she not be on her feet as she is healing.  Vice President Don Covell lead the meeting and began by introducing the reading of minutes from previous meeting by Theresa Congelosi.

                   It was noted that in New Membership news, Sergeant Izzo received 3 new applications for membership in the mail.
                   A member made the suggestion that meeting of minutes should be approved. Motions were made to accept and after a second motion, the minutes from previous meeting were approved.  It was also noted that the President may ask if there are any errors or omissions in minutes after they are read.

                   Bylaws were discussed including adding a Sergeant at Arms position.                    In New Business, membership dues were discussed.  Sergeant Izzo read a letter that she will send out to members who were not able to attend tonight’s meeting.

                   It was also discussed that we will be getting a non- interest bearing account for our organization soon.
