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'Officer in the Spotlight' – Investigator Jeff Bove’

          I had the privilege of interviewing investigator Jeffrey Bove for our Officer in The Spotlight IPDCPAAA website feature. Jeff currently works from 2:00 pm until 10:00 pm.





     I first asked Jeff: What inspired you to become a police officer?


   Jeff:  I was going into the Marine Corps, and I decided that police work was an interesting field that I would like to get into. I was guaranteed that I would be in the Military Police and that is when it all started. 





   Theresa:  How many years have you been with the Irondequoit Police Dept.?


   Jeff: It will be 8 years this April 2006.





   Theresa:  Did you work for another Police Dept. or different job field before coming to IPD?


   Jeff:  Yes, I worked in Wayne County with the Sheriff’s Department for 10 years. I spent 4 years in the drug unit and 6 years on road patrol.





   Theresa:  What are some of your duties as an investigator? 


   Jeff:  As an investigator, you are involved in more time consuming investigations which are reported to the Police Department.  We are all a team here at IPD, from road patrol, to evidence technicians, to the investigations unit. The back bone to any police department is the road patrol division and as a criminal investigator it is my duty to assist the road patrol in any way.  The majority of my investigations are involving felony complaints, and the time that is necessary to complete these incidents are just too much for a patrolman to handle while performing his/her duties on the road.  The majority of my case load is investigating, burglaries, identity thefts, assaults, and sex crimes. 





   Theresa:  What is your favorite part of your job?


   Jeff: When you get a conviction on a reported investigation that you participated in, especially if it involves elderly persons or children. 


     


   Theresa:  What is the hardest part of being an investigator?


   Jeff:  The time spent away from family, having an “on call” schedule. Crime does not stop on Christmas, Thanksgiving, middle of the night etc.

   Jeff:  Yes, I like the outdoors, hunting & fishing.  I also enjoy spending time with my family.

   Jeff:  I have a number of awards & recognitions. This department does a great job recognizing accomplishments and achievements of its officers. In my line of work, many times when an award or recognition is given, it is due to some sad or tragic crime that happened. I appreciate each one of my awards & recognitions that I have received, but I feel that I am just doing the job which the department and people of the Town of Irondequoit expect.
