   Glen:  I wanted to have a positive impact with a career that would make a difference in the community and with people.

   Glen:  Having a good outcome from a call.  Whether it is making an arrest, or being able to help someone by getting the right information and helping to solve a situation. I feel good when I walk away from a situation knowing it was resolved and the parties involved are happy with the outcome.

   Glen:  Coping with the dynamics of family situations (domestics).  It is difficult having to deal with family problems where no resolve can be accomplished. Another difficult part of my job is, having to make death notifications.

   Glen:  I grew up in Irondequoit and was thrilled to have the opportunity to work in the town where I grew up. In 1987, I played for the Buffalo Bills during the strike.  The thrill of being in the NFL was not diminished in any way.  I really enjoy my job as a Police Officer, and when I leave (retire) I will be able to look at myself in the mirror and be proud that my integrity never wavered.
