     I had the privilege of interviewing Officer Damian deManincor for our Officer in The Spotlight IPD  CPAAA website feature.  Damian works road patrol, and is also a Crime Scene Technician. He is currently assigned to the First Platoon which is from 9:45p.m. till 5:45 a.m





 I first asked Damian: What inspired you to become a police officer?


 Damian:  I was looking through the list of courses at Monroe Community College, and the Criminal Justice program  caught my eye. It was interesting to me to learn about the different aspects of criminal law.





Theresa:  How many years have you been with the Irondequoit Police Dept.?


 Damian:  8½ years. I started in January of 1999.





 Theresa:  Did you work for another Police Dept. or different job field before coming to IPD?


 Damian:  Yes, I worked for the Monroe County Sheriff’s Department part time in Parks Patrol in the summers of 1989  & 1990. I was then hired by the Rochester Police Department in September of 1990 and then in 1999 I was hired by Irondequoit Police Department.





Theresa:  What are some of your duties as a Police Officer? 


 Damian:  Along with traffic enforcement, community policing, and crime prevention, I am a crime scene technician. I do crime scene photography, fingerprinting and evidence collection.





 Theresa:  What is your favorite part of your job?


 Damian:  The freedom of being in the patrol car and helping true victims. Also living in the town gives me a vested interest in the community. 


     


Theresa:  What is the hardest part of being a Police Officer?


 Damian:  Dealing with the same suspects over and over, some weather conditions, and the hours can take a toll on    family life at times.





Theresa:  How about family?


Damian:  I am married and have 2 daughters and 2 dogs.





Theresa:  Do you have any hobbies or interests?


Damian:  Yes, I like hockey, fantasy football, and my daughters’ sports keep me busy





Theresa:  Are there any other interesting facts you would like to share such as awards, recognitions received etc?


 Damian:  The Technicians Unit of which I am part of, received Officer of the Year award  in 2005. I also was successful in 3 felony clearance hits with S A F I which is a fingerprinting data base. I was also successful in making an arrest in a hit & run vehicular manslaughter case in July of 2004 in which the driver was convicted.  Another time, I was able to find an elderly man who had been reported missing from a facility. I found him wandering and took him to the hospital to be checked out and be returned safely back to the facility.  





      It was a pleasure interviewing Officer deManincor. I found the Crime Scene Investigation aspect very interesting. It is clear that Officer deManincor truly enjoys his job.
